Bible Reading | Genesis 14:8-16

8 Then the king of Sodom, the king of Gomorrah, the king of Admah, the
king of Zeboyim and the king of Bela (that is, Zoar) marched out and drew
up their battle lines in the Valley of Siddim 9 against Kedorlaomer king of
Elam, Tidal king of Goyim, Amraphel king of Shinar and Arioch king of
Ellasar—four kings against five. 10 Now the Valley of Siddim was full of tar
pits, and when the kings of Sodom and Gomorrah fled, some of the men
fell into them and the rest fled to the hills. 11 The four kings seized all
the goods of Sodom and Gomorrah and all their food; then they went
away. 12 They also carried off Abram’s nephew Lot and his possessions,
since he was living in Sodom.

13 A man who had escaped came and reported this to Abram the Hebrew.
Now Abram was living near the great trees of Mamre the Amorite, a
brother of Eshkol and Aner, all of whom were allied with Abram. 14 When
Abram heard that his relative had been taken captive, he called out the
318 trained men born in his household and went in pursuit as far as Dan.
15 During the night Abram divided his men to attack them and he routed
them, pursuing them as far as Hobah, north of Damascus. 16 He recovered
all the goods and brought back his relative Lot and his possessions,
together with the women and the other people.

But Elisha said, “As surely as the Lord lives and as you live, | will not leave
you.” So they went down to Bethel.

3 The company of the prophets at Bethel came out to Elisha and asked,
“Do you know that the Lord is going to take your master from you today?”

“Yes, | know,” Elisha replied, “so be quiet.”

4 Then Elijah said to him, “Stay here, Elisha; the Lord has sent me to
Jericho.”

And he replied, “As surely as the Lord lives and as you live, | will not leave
you.” So they went to Jericho.

5 The company of the prophets at Jericho went up to Elisha and asked
him, “Do you know that the Lord is going to take your master from you
today?”

The water divided to the right and to the left, and the two of them
crossed over on dry ground.

2 Then Joshua son of Nun secretly sent two spies from Shittim. “Go, look

over the land,” he said, “especially Jericho.” So they went and entered
the house of a prostitute named Rahab and stayed there.

2 The king of Jericho was told, “Look, some of the Israelites have come
here tonight to spy out the land.” 3 So the king of Jericho sent this
message to Rahab: “Bring out the men who came to you and entered your
house, because they have come to spy out the whole land.”

4 But the woman had taken the two men and hidden them. She said, “Yes,
the men came to me, but | did not know where they had come from. 5 At
dusk, when it was time to close the city gate, they left. | don’t know
which way they went. Go after them quickly. You may catch up with
them.” 6 (But she had taken them up to the roof and hidden them under
the stalks of flax she had laid out on the roof.) 7 So the men set out in
pursuit of the spies on the road that leads to the fords of the Jordan, and
as soon as the pursuers had gone out, the gate was shut.

8 Before the spies lay down for the night, she went up on the roof 9 and
said to them, “I know that the Lord has given you this land and that a
great fear of you has fallen on us, so that all who live in this country are
melting in fear because of you. 10 We have heard how the Lord dried up
the water of the Red Sea[a] for you when you came out of Egypt, and
what you did to Sihon and Og, the two kings of the Amorites east of the
Jordan, whom you completely destroyed.[b] 11 When we heard of it, our
hearts melted in fear and everyone’s courage failed because of you, for
the Lord your God is God in heaven above and on the earth below.

12 “Now then, please swear to me by the Lord that you will show kindness

to my family, because | have shown kindness to you. Give me a sure sign

13 that you will spare the lives of my father and mother, my brothers and

sisters, and all who belong to them—and that you will save us from

death.” 22
